INGREDIENTS:

36 graham crackers
1 can (140z) sweetened condensed
milk

2 tsp vanilla extract

1/4 tsp salt

16 oz pckg. Semisweet chocolate
morsels

3/4 cups coarsely chopped pecans

DIRECTIONS: Preheat the oven to
350° (325° for glassware). While
you generously grease an 8-inch
